scanner/copy services, fully accessible ADA work-

station and Wheelchair Lift.  Instructors use DVD and VCR units with large screen Plasma TV.    

Hands-on friendly CobbWorks staff members are available to help individuals with job -search 

and career development activities such as on -line job search, create or update resumes and 

cover letter development, on -line tutorials and individual assessments, and exploration of train-

ing eligibility and options.  

The Mobile Career Center also provides workforce solutions for businesses and individuals to 

use the mobile unit for recruiting, pre -employment screening, interviewing and training.
