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Free Tax Preparation Service At C.A.M.P.

The Atlanta Prosperity Campaign (APC) was created as an initiative
of the Atlanta Community Food Bank and is partnered with the IRS,
United Way, and other agencies to connect working families and
individuals to money -saving programs and existing benefits to help
build their assets and save for a brighter financial future.

APC working with United Way of Cobb County identified C.A.M.P.
and other organizations as serving the community and which could
benefit from its services offered such as FREE Tax Preparation and
Benefit Screenings. Volunteers carry out the mission of the Volunteer
Income Tax Assistance Program (VITA) to provide free basic tax
return preparation for eligible taxpayers. Preliminary reports show
approx. 61 Federal returns and 61 State returns were prepared at
C.A.M.P. resulting in Federal refunds totaling $119,419 and State
refunds of $8,730 to assist families in meeting their financial needs.
